Boats may be required to display Event Advertising either on the forward part of the hull according to ISAF Regulation 20 or on their sail according to ISAF Regulation 20.3 (d)(ii).
2.3
According to the UAE law, advertising for alcoholic beverages and for tobacco products is prohibited.
3
ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1
Only current financial members of the International Moth Class Association shall be eligible to enter the regatta, and shall compete under The ISAF Competitors Eligibility Code (Regulation 19 shall apply). 

3.2
All boats entering in the regatta shall be International Moths that are currently registered with their national Moth Association or IMCA. Chartered or borrowed boats shall be eligible to compete provided details are included with their entry form.
3.3
The helmsman named on the boat entry form shall be the same for all races in the regatta.
3.4
Eligible boats may enter on the morning of the event at the DOSC race office. 

No entry fee will be aplicable for this event. 
4

Each boat shall show the sail number and national letters as indicated on the Official Entry Form.

7.1
Each boat shall produce a valid measurement certificate available for verification of measurement, in accordance with RRS 78. Fundamental measurement (fist time measurement) will not be carried out at the event without prior application to IMCA.
7.2
Measurement in accordance with the class rules will be carried out as per the event schedule. Measurement checks and inspections may be carried out at any time. A boat notified of inspection shall follow the intruction of the Mearurer. 
8                SHORT COURSE RACING

8.1
Short Course racing will consist of five race all lasting a maximum of twenty minutes. 

9
SLALOM RACING

9.1
Slalom racing will consist of twenty races, one starting every five minutes. Each race will consist of 5 boats picked at random out of a hat. Order of races will be displayed before racing begins.
9.2
Top five placed sailors at the end of the slalom event will race off in a three race final.

10
KNOCKOUT RACING

10.1
Knockout racing will be sailed on a Z course. Ten races will be sailed with a start every ten minutes, boats will be chosen at random before racing begins. Best ten sailors will race off in a three race final.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The sailing instructions will be available at registration at the race office.

VENUE & RACING AREA
The Regatta Site is the Dubai Offshore Sailing Club. The Racing Area will be outside DOSC harbour in front of the beach. 
11
PENALTY SYSTEM

The rules 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including one tack and one gybe, is required.
12
SCORING

12.1
The Low Point scoring system, Appendix A4.1 will apply.
12.2
There will be no discards over the course of the short course, slalom and knockout racing.
12.3
The ‘Round the World Race” will be a time trial, with times starting when crossing between the DOSC flagpole and the lighthouse and finishing when re crossing this line in the opposite direction. It is not obligatory to round every navigation mark, this is the riders choice.

There are limited amount of support boats available.

PRIZES
16.1
Prizes will be awarded as for 1st – 5th places for the Short course Racing, and 1st  - 5th places for the Slalom racing, and 1st to 10th in the knockout series.
16.3
The organising committee may award additional prizes at its own.
17.

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance cover of not less than € 3.000.000 or equivalent thereof in any other currency for any accident.
19.3
Competitors may be asked to produce evidence of such insurance by the registration and any competitor not holding this cover shall immediately withdraw his entry.
20
BUOYANCY

All competitors shall wear personal flotation devices at all times whilst racing. The devices should be in good condition and in accordance with the current specifications issued or approved by a National Authority affiliated to the International Sailing Federation, or a Standards Organisation or Certifications Authority recognised for that purpose by its respective government. Attention is drawn to RRS Fundamental Rule 1.2.
